His	menu	design	for	a
Santa	Fe	restaurant	won	a	design	prize	of	menu	of	the	year	from	the	American	Restaurant	Association.
Additionally,	Cada	won	4th	place	in	a	national	competition	for	fabric	and	wallpaper	design.	Cada	was
also	a	professional	photographer.	He	died	in	Chicago	in	1993.
